5. Cancellation policy

- Two (2) week’s notice prior to event required for full refund
- Payments are not refundable for cancellations of less than two (2)
week’s notice (i.e., no refund after Oct. 7th); HOWEVER,

- A “substitute” or alternate participant is allowed
o The registered participant is responsible to find their

own “substitute” or alternate participant

o The MCA will not be responsible to find the alternate,
but may be able to assist in finding someone
(Please contact)



o Registered participants are responsible for collection of
all registration monies from an alternate

o MCA must be notified of the change of participant and
provided with the alternate’s contact information

6. There is no specific project or mystery quilt for this retreat, so you must bring your
own project(s) -- REMEMBER: bring lots to do because there are many hours
available since you will not have to make meals or do the dishes

7. No Specific Instructors -- While it is expected that a number of highly qualified
and “expert” quilters and stichers maybe among the participants, please do not
anticipate other participants or MCA organizers to be “teachers.” However,
quilters & stitchers are noted for their “sharing” attitude and can often be
counted on to offer information and advice. MCA will not be held responsible to
provide quilting- or stitching-specific assistance.

8. Age Restriction
- We kindly request children be restricted to ensure all participants’
enjoyment and ultimate quilting-stitching experience

- “Daughter” participants should be 12+ years of age. Young
“daughter” participants are the “mother’s” responsibility and
must not be allowed to affect the overall weekend experience

9. Mother-Daughter Restrictions
- Mother-daughter combinations are ONLY applicable to quilting
participants
- As noted above, “daughter” participants should be at least 12 years old
and “mother” is responsible for younger “daughter” participants

- “Mother-Daughter” has a broad definition — including Mother-
Daughter, Mother-Son, Grandmother-Granddaughter, etc.

- Restricted to one shared work space and participants are limited to one
sewing machine and shared equipment



10. Between-Friends Restrictions

Between-Friends combinations are ONLY applicable to quilting
participants

Two “friends” or quilters are to be self-designated prior to the event

MCA will not pair individual participants

Restricted to one shared work space and quilting participants are
limited to one sewing machine at any point in time

Quilting participants are allowed to select “shared” or “separate” work
times -- for example:
o Both participants may work throughout the entire

weekend at the same space on same project

o Individuals may choose to work on separate (or the
same) project(s) approximately 1-1/2 days each
(i.e., 1 = Friday & Saturday; 1 = Saturday & Sunday
... or other combination)
Both participants are eligible for the Sat. buffet dinner & Trunk Show
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ONLY applicable to stitching participants

Pair up with a friend to stitch “separate” work times over the weekend
(e.g., 1 stitcher = Fri & % Sat; other stitcher = % Sat & Sunday)

Two “friends” or stitchers must be self-designated prior to the event

MCA will not pair individual participants

Both participants eligible for the Sat. buffet dinner & Trunk Show

12. On-site accommodation

No hook-ups available for RV units
Paved parking lot for units (MCA will assign specific RV parking loc’ns)
No showers available in the Centre

Bring your own cot/air mattress and bedding if staying in the Centre
Towels, etc. are not included

MCA will provide an on-site contact & doors will be locked from 11 -7



13. Food/Meals

If you are on a diet, MCA will not be able to provide special meals and can only

recommend that you moderate your portion sizes

Nuts and nut products are not allowed on-site during this event

Recipes and ingredient boxes maybe consulted for contents

Every attempt will be made to provide menu options that would
accommodate participants with food allergies, but no special meals will
be provided

14. Sensitivities
- MCA requests that all participants be cognizant of others’ sensitivities to
perfumes, hairsprays, etc. and respect these sensitivities by refraining
from use of such products

15. MCA will not be held responsible for lost or missing mail-in registrations.
Participants are encouraged to contact the MCA if confirmation of registration
has not been received.

16. Confidentiality

All personal information provided to the MCA will be held in strictest confidence,
will be collected and used for the sole purpose of registration and participation in this
event, and will be retained for the length of time necessary to fulfill the purpose for
which it was collected.

17. Stitching and quilting equipment can result in injury. MCA will not be liable for
injury/injuries resulting from the use, abuse or misuse of equipment, accessories
and machines. For example, all cutting blades must be returned to a safe
“parked” position between cuts and at all times when not in use.

18. Participants will be required to sign a waiver and acknowledge that the
Montgomery Community Association (MCA) will not be liable for anything.
