In my previous article for the January issue of the
Montgomery Messenger newsletter, I provided some
current information on the Bowness Sportsplex project
and the Bowmont Natural Environment Park project. In
this article I will provide a summary of the construction
work underway on Crowchild Trail NW, west of Sarcee
Trail/Silver Springs Gate NW and an update on Bowmont
Natural Environment Park.
Crowchild Trail

The majority of the retaining wall construction on the
north side of Crowchild Trail is nearing completion. The
remainder of the retaining wall work is located adjacent
to Crowfoot Rise and the north end of the connector
bridge. However, that section of the wall will only be
completed after the construction in that area is finished
this fall. Two lanes of westbound traffic opened between
Nose Hill Dr. and Crowfoot Circle in December. This
alignment, which is part of the detour work around the
site of the new LRT station platform, will remain in place
until the fall of this year, in order to provide space for
work on both the new station and pedestrian bridge.
LRT Construction Work

I have received several inquiries about the new
building being constructed on the north side of Crowchild
Trail, just east of Nose Hill Drive. That structure is an
electrical substation building which is required for the
electric power supply for the new LRT extension. The
existing eastbound left lane of Crowchild Trail NW
will be closed from 9:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. daily until
at least the end of March to accommodate Enmax
crews working on cable in the ducting underneath
the LRT track. At the present time, the LRT work and
road construction is on schedule to be completed by late
fall of 2008.
Bowmont Natural Environment Park

Bowmont Park is classified as a “Major Natural
Area”, the same designation given to Edworthy,
Beaverdam Flats, Carburn and Nose Hill parks. This
165-hectare natural environment park, one of Calgary’s
largest, stretches more than four kilometers along the
north bank of the Bow River between Home Road and
Nose Hill Drive NW. Comprised of riverine forest, aspen
woods, native grasslands, shrub communities, and stream

bank habitats, this natural environment park represents
the third largest potential for habitat supply for wildlife in
the river valleys in Calgary. For more information on this
great park, located only minutes away from your door-
step, visit the City of Calgary’s website at
www.calgary.ca. Choose the A-Z directory and then “B”
for Bowmont Natural Environment Park.

Spring Thaw
With the first day of spring approaching, there are a

few things to consider in and around your property:
• Make sure to cleanup any dog feces that have been

buried in the snow. Once the snow and ground
thaws, cleaning up requires more effort.

• Ensure downspouts and eavestroughs are directed
away from neighbouring properties.  Not only is it the
bylaw (Community Standards 5M2004, Part 10) but
it is also an opportunity to direct water runoff to a
barrel for summer watering.

• The trees are starting to bud and it’s a good time to
have a look around your property to see if there is
any shrubbery overhanging sidewalks, roads or
alleyways.  According to the Streets Bylaw 20M88;
hedges, trees and shrubs on your property must be
kept trimmed so they don’t interfere with pedestrians
using the sidewalk or vehicles using the street or
alley.

• Composting is a great way to reduce household
waste, but bins that are not looked after can attract
pests.  Once the warmer weather comes, make sure
to turn your pile frequently and ensure meat, fish,
grains, dairy and oil products are not added to the
composter.  More information on proper composting
can be found on The City Waste & Recycling
webpage:  www.calgary.ca/waste

• This time of year, the ice on our waterways is very
unstable, remind your children to stay off the ice and
have a safe spring.

Through January and February the
Planning Committee has reviewed
development permit applications for a
semi-detached home at 4827 21st Avenue and a single
family home at 4631 29th Avenue. The trend of 3 new
Montgomery home permits per month continues into
2008.

In January the MCA also reviewed a 34 unit apart-
ment building proposed for the 4800 block of 17th Avenue
(north side). This was attended by the applicant, their
Architect and neighbors. Community comments have
been sent back to city planners citing concerns over
quality of finishes, landscaping and site upgrading and the
overall exterior character of the project. The
Montgomery Planning Committee reviews new develop-
ment applications and provides comments on suitability in
context of the neighborhood, sensitivity to existing
neighbors, landscaping, quality of finish, character,
aesthetic and adherence to the Infill Guidelines and our
own Area Redevelopment Plan. The MCA encourages
and supports projects which bring to the community the
best of all qualities.

Redevelopment along Bowness Road continues in
2008 seeing Montgomery Chiropractic surging ahead
with construction on the corner of 47th street. The 4500
block of Bowness Road (south side) has been approved
to tender out sidewalk paving this year and the new
cornerstone commercial/residential apartment building on
the south side of the 4600 block has been approved. With
2 stories of underground parking, expect to see a fairly
deep hole in the ground this spring. An artist’s color
rendering of this project, the new face of Montgomery’s
main street, will be released later in March in the
Montgomery E-News.

 An update of the evaluation of the Off-Leash Dog

Pilot Area provided some interesting information. For
instance, there is a decline in health of riparian areas,
vegetation and habitat quality. In the survey study area
there were more people with dogs than without dogs.
Our committee has discussed this particular concern over
the last while since we have heard several complaints
from individuals who now choose not to use the Park as
a result of negative impacts with other users. Yet the
survey confirmed that only 4% of observations involved
some degree of conflict. All users should feel welcome
and safe in the Park. One major area of concern was the
need to better control the activity of commercial dog
walkers since some of them walk up to 11 dogs. It is
obviously impossible to control that many animals.
  Yet, even outside of the controlled Pilot Areas conflicts
are a regular part of using Bowmont Park. Walkers,
runners, cyclists, dogs and wildlife are all part of life in
the Park and we will need to find improved ways to
respect one another. The consultants correctly stated that
restoration as well as maintenance is needed to correct
long standing abuse as well as problems caused by
everyday activity. Increased public education and aware-
ness are necessary, as is increased enforcement, particu-
larly in on-leash areas.
  An important step in rehabilitating the Park may be to
re-integrate the Pilot Areas back into the Park and allow
them to be improved at the same time and level as the
rest of the Park. This, together with education and
enforcement, may be a more successful way to proceed.
  Work will begin this spring on construction of the 40th
Avenue trail from the bus shelter down the hill to the
Regional Pathway, together with closure and restoration
of many of the other over used and damaged trails that
braid the hill.
  Work will also begin on construction of the new entry
nodes, parking lots, and viewpoints throughout the Park.
An image of an entry node was shown in our last report.
This report shows pictures of another example of the
kind of work that is being carried out. A poorly delineated
pathway was upgraded and fencing installed to guide
users from wandering into sensitive areas.
  Work is also ongoing in designing the upgrade of the
Regional Pathway from the top of Home Road to 40th
Avenue. We hope there will be some resolution of that in
March via a public meeting with residents.
  Volunteers are needed to act as Dog Ambassadors to
help educate dog walkers and deal with problems arising
from conflict with dogs. There is also a Scoopy Doo
Day planned on Sunday April 20th fr om 9:00am to
noon. Those able to help should head to Scenic Bow
Road and 85th St. NW.
  Help us out, if you see anyone abusing our Park by
damaging signs or guide posts, or see dogs running free

in restricted areas, please leave a message for
us. Alternatively, if you can help by volunteering a little
time we would appreciate that also. You can leave a
message on our office phone at 288-9001 or e-mail at
kjcook@shaw.ca. Your name need not be left or used if
you prefer.

Safety

Getting started
• Allow children to assist in choosing their own

helmet– cyclists who choose their own helmet are
more likely to wear them.

• Make a habit of wearing helmets early, even if
young children are learning on a tricycle.

• One simple rule: no helmet, no cycling. Make the
rule and stick to it consistently.

• Lead by example– always wear your own helmet!
• A helmet that has been in a crash must be replaced,

even if it appears undamaged.
• Replace your helmet every five years even if it

hasn’t been in a crash. UV rays will weaken the
helmet over time.

Getting the right fit
• The helmet should rest level on the head, never tilted

high or low over the forehead.
• The helmet should feel snug, but not too tight. It

should not fall off when you shake your head from
side to side while the straps are unfastened.

• Adjust the chin straps to form a “Y” below and
slightly forward from the ears.

• Only one finger should be able to fit under the chin
strap when it is fastened.

• Use the sizing pads included with the helmet to
improve the comfort and fit.

Getting informed
• A brain injury is not like a broken bone - it may

never fully heal.
• A brain injury can lead to permanent disability or

death.
• The cost of a helmet is easily justified. Research

demonstrates wearing a helmet can reduce the risk
of brain injury by 85%.

• Statistics show that all cyclist fatalities in children
under the age of 15 were unhelmeted.

• Remember: all cyclists’ crash eventually!
• Calgary paramedics are doing their part– every

year the Calgary Paramedics Charity Society
gives away 500 bicycle helmets to less fortunate
children.
Every year Calgary paramedics respond to

traumatic emergencies where    helmets have
prevented a serious injury or saved a life.

Bicycle crashes are the leading cause of brain injury in
school aged children. The majority of bicycle injuries do
not involve motor vehicles. Most often injuries occur

when a cyclist suffers a fall, strikes a stationary object
like a pole, or collides with a pedestrian or another
cyclist. Unfortunately there are still a significant number
of people that do not wear helmets, however it is Alberta
law that anyone under 18 years of age must wear a
helmet when riding a bicycle. It is also highly advisable to
wear a CSA approved helmet when using a skateboard,
in-line skates, or a scooter.

THE PRESENCE OF A DRUG HOUSE

Alone, any of these activities or signs may not mean
that drug dealing is occurring.  However, some or several
of them happening together may indicate a problem.

1. A house or apartment having frequent visitors at all
hours who aren’t residents of the neighborhood or
don’t look like they belong.

2. Residents seem to have no jobs or means of
supporting their lifestyle.

3. Numerous visitors staying for very brief periods of
time.

4. Visitors and/or vehicles tend to be the same
(repeat visitors…varied frequencies).

5. Exchanges between individuals that appear to be
drugs and/or money.

6. Persons carrying pagers, Blackberrys and/or
portable telephones.

7. Adults or youth appearing to be lookouts in front of
or behind homes or apartment buildings.

8. Residents appearing to be “renting out” their
apartment for short periods of time to someone
else.

9. The action of a specific signal, such as a porch
light being turned on, when “business” is being
conducted or suspicious activity increases.

10. The house appearing “fortified” in an unusually
extensive manner to prevent police entry.

11. Shades or blinds constantly being drawn, though
the house is occupied.

12. The presence of pop cans, plastic bottles etc. that
have burn marks.  These may have been used as
crack pipes.

13. Increased late night activity in alleys near an
address.

What is a Crack House?
A crack house is usually a place where “crack” is sold.
The actual crack cocaine is usually produced at another
location.

What is Crack?
“Rocks” are crystallized in the “cooking” process
(known as “rocking up”) and sold as individual or multiple
“rocks.” These “rocks” can only be smoked and this
usually takes place either on the premises or shortly
thereafter. The drug produces an intense and almost
immediate high—smoking it allows doses of cocaine to
reach the brain within seconds and the effects last about
15 minutes.

WHAT YOU CAN DO ABOUT A DRUG HOUSE
ON YOUR BLOCK

1. Call the District Community Liaison Officer to report
suspected drug dealing activity.

2. Have a Community problem-solving meeting; agree
to get involved in some/all of the ways listed below.
Your Community Liaison Officer can help set up this
meeting.

3. Survey your neighbours to learn their concerns, get
their suggestions for strategies and solutions, and ask
what they’re willing to do.

4. Obtain good descriptions when drug deals are seen.
Collect licence plate numbers and other descriptions
and document dates and times of activity. This
information will assist with the police investigation.

5. Call or write landlords about problems at their
property, or advise your Community Liaison Officer.

6. When drug dealers are evicted, work with the
landlord to get responsible tenants.

7. Make homes available for surveillance of activity at
the drug house.

8. Call appropriate authorities for any and all problems
at the address: e.g. 911 for fights, etc.; Housing
Inspections for building problems, etc.

9. Identify and address conditions that may contribute
to the drug problem at a specific location (for exam-
ple: poor lighting, overgrown brush, abandoned house
[keep boarded up] etc.).

Over the past year the board
of the Montgomery Community
Association has been inundated
with concerns from residents
about an increase in unlawful
activity. Unfortunately, when
asked if the police, city bylaw, or EMS was informed the
answer was almost always “No”. This has many im-
pacts. First and foremost, the authorities have no way to
respond to situations when they are not called. Secondly,
resources cannot be properly allocated to Montgomery to
deal with current issues if events are not reported.
Another issue that became apparent was that that the
MCA had no way of being informed of current events/
issues by its members and residents.

As a result, the MCA worked with the City of Calgary
and City Police and created the “Montgomery Safety
Magnet” a four-step reporting process that incorporates
a Montgomery Concern Line. This reporting process
gives residents a four-step plan to follow to communicate
an event or concern with the fourth step being to call the
Community’s Concern Line at 668-0767.

The purpose of the Concern Line is for information
gathering. This is an opportunity for residents to inform
their Community Association, allowing us to interact with
the city, police or EMS with facts. We intend to gather
the information from the Concern Line to ensure that
Montgomery is receiving the appropriate attention from
our local authorities. Please note that we are not
asking for personal information, and we will not
specifically respond to an individual call. The police,
city by-law, and emergency medical services are charged
with responding to individual calls made directly to them.

Every Montgomery resident should receive a Concern
Line magnet in this issue of the Montgomery Messenger
— if you do not, you can stop by the Community Centre
to pick one up. We hope that this safety magnet and
Concern Line will help make our community a safer
place.
